Since its creation in 2004, each December the Chair of Caribbean Studies Norman Girvanat the University of Havana hosts its International Conference. Co-sponsored by the Instituto Superior de Relaciones Internacionales (ISRI) and Regional Coordinator of Economic and Social Research (CRIES), the Conference assembles scholars and professionals from Cuba and other countries interested in Caribbean Studies to attend its IX International Conference, to be held in Havana, Cuba. This edition begins on December 7th and 8th with an International Workshop to celebrate the 40th anniversary of the visits of Forbes Burnham, Eric Williams and Michael Manley to Cuba in 1975, event of major historical significance for the Caribbean region and Latin American that meant the strengthening of relations between Cuba and the Caribbean.
On December 9th and 10th, co-sponsored with the Center for Marine Research and the Foundation for Nature and Man ‘Antonio Nuñez Jimenez’, the Conference will start on addressing one of the fundamental problems the region faces. Two days of discussions will be devoted to debate Climate Change effects in the Caribbean and the strategies to follow for its mitigation and adaptation to it.

The Caribbean is, in our hemisphere, the most vulnerable region to rising sea levels and extreme events. It has not only severe economic losses but also negative social and cultural implications. This is the reason why, from a multidisciplinary perspective, the Chair of Caribbean Studies ‘Norman Girvan’ promotes a collective debate on the impacts of Climate Change in the Caribbean. Participants are asked to present results on observed transformations happening in the region as consequence of Climate Change, as well as strategies and regional policies actions for mitigation and adaptation.
The academic program will confer special attention to panels that include young researchers. Proposals may consider complete panels or individual papers, and can be submitted in English or Spanish.

Norms for paper submission
· Accepted papers could be sent until November 25th, 2015. 
· Papers should be written using 12-point Arial font, single spaced, WORD version 6.0 or newer, 8 ½ "x 11" (21.59 cm x 27.94 cm). 2.5 cm margins on each side. 
· Maximum extension of 30 pages. 
· Each paper must begin with the title in capital letters, author and co-authors indicated below (write full names to facilitate the preparation of certificates) emails and phone data. Finally, the name of the institution to which the author belongs. 
· Abstracts must follow the same standards for paper presentation, only the maximum extension is of 250 words.
